8. Files

1. Homepage 

Homepage is a compilation of 3 segments 

• The welcoming part 

 

• The tutorial part (both the photo and button being interactive) 

And 

• The book containing part 

 



Which, 

You can navigate thanks to those arrows 

And press the button to be directed to designated place where that books are stored 



This button sends you to Microsoft Extension Store, where you can download an automatic 
page translator. 

It’s not 100% correct all the time but it’s better than nothing 

After downloading it, it will either immediately appear on your extension bar 

 

Or you’ll have to manually tell it to do so 

 

Or at least you would have to do that if Chrome didn’t add itself an option to automatically 
translate the website

2. Blog 

Blog is separated into 3 pages

• Portfolio 

 

 

Whereas those are called categories

categories 

You enter the post by clicking on it
